Students choose to enroll in a Master’s program either in social sciences, international and European law 
or political science, with a specialization in Migration studies in each case.

The Master’s specialization in Migration Studies (MMS) focuses on one of the most crucial issues 
in today’s world: migration and diversity and their consequences for contemporary society. 
The specialization, offered within 3 Master’s programs (in social sciences, political science, and 
international and European law), is the first one in this field in France to be taught entirely in English 
(at the Master 2 level). It is also one of the rare courses in Europe that addresses migration-related 
issues from a disciplinary and interdisciplinary perspective, drawing extensively on law, social 
sciences and political studies.  
MMS has a strong international focus, gathering students and professors from all over the 
world and providing the opportunity to complete periods of study or internships in Europe or 
Africa. The specialization is based on the expertise of researchers and professionals and covers 
a broad range of questions such as the different types of migrations, policies and rights related 
to immigrants and asylum seekers, integration, interethnic relations, racism and discriminations, 
and development. MMS will therefore provide excellent preparation for further academic study or 
careers in international organizations, NGOs, local and national administration, the private sector 
or the media.MMS draws on disciplinary,

Key features 
of the program

Master 1 (optional, 60 ECTS)
M1 provides a general grounding in one of the three 
main disciplines (depending upon the chosen Master’s 
program), as well as a � rst-level interdisciplinary 
specialization in migration issues.

�þ�� Introduction to migration and ethnic issues, 6 EC. 
Taught in English. 

�þ�� Language course (English or other), 6 EC. 
�þ�� Courses in the chosen master’s program: 

international and European law, social sciences 
or political science, 33 EC. Taught in French. 

�þ�� Research and professional project, 15 EC.

Master 2 (60 ECTS)
M2 o� ers an advanced-level specialization in 
migration issues. All classes are taught in English.

�þ�� Approaches from social sciences, 6 EC (Sociology 
of migrations, History of migrations, Citizenship, 
voting and migrations)

�þ�� Immigration law, 3 EC. 
�þ�� Asylum law, 3 EC. 
�þ�� Sociology of interethnic relations, 3 EC.  
�þ�� Contemporary migration politics, 3 EC. 
�þ�� Interdisciplinary thematic seminars, 6 EC. 
�þ�� General skills, 3 EC (language course, courses on 

NGOs and project building). 
�þ�� Elective course, 3 EC. 
�þ�� Research project or internship and dissertation 

work, 30 EC. 

At the end of M2, students will graduate with a Master’s Degree either in social sciences, international 
and European law, or political science, with a specialization in Migration studies.
